This new study adds to a growing body of research that has found a connec-
tion between using hair-straightening chemical products and an increased risk
of cancer. So, what the researchers did: They looked at data on more than
30,000 women, and they found that the estimated uterine-cancer risk for
women who have not reported using hair-straightening chemical products was
around 1.6 percent. But for women who did report frequent use, the risk was
4 percent.
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
