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Pharaoh’s Tomb Discovered

For the first time in more than 100 years, archaeologists in Egypt have uncov-
ered the tomb of a pharaoh. A joint mission made up of Egyptian and British
scientists revealed the tomb of King Thutmose II near Luxor. Officials say the
tomb was not very well preserved, due to flooding soon after the pharaoh’s
death, but there are signs that most of the tomb’s contents had been relocated
nearby, and archaeologists are working to recover them.
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
