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UK Plans to Lower Voting Age

The United Kingdom could soon become one of the first European countries to
allow 16- and 17-year-olds to vote in all national elections. The proposal would
bring the national voting age in line with Scotland, Wales, and the Channel
Islands, which allow 16-year-olds to vote in certain elections. Eighteen is the
current minimum voting age in the UK for parliamentary elections. The
government says the change is meant to future-proof its democracy.
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
